Attendance fees for means of transport.

(1) An application under regulation 6 shall be made for the attendance of a Customs officer at any
government or other airport or dock between 5:01 p.m. and 8:59 a.m., Sunday through
Saturday.

(2) Fees for the attendance of a Customs officer pursuant to paragraph (1) are payable in respect of

(a) a commercial airline with a seating capacity not exceeding thirty seats, at a rate of fifty
dollars ($50.00) per hour;

(b) a commercial airline with a seating capacity exceeding thirty seats but not exceeding
seventy seats, at a rate of one hundred dollars (5100.00) per hour; and

(c) acommercial airline with a seating capacity exceeding seventy seats, at a rate of two
hundred dollars ($200.00) per hour.

(3) Afeein respect of the services performed by a Customs officer while in attendance is payable in
respect of an aircraft or vessel in port as follows —

(a) acargo aircraft, at a rate of fifty dollars ($50.00) per hour;

(b) acruise ship, at a rate of fifty dollars (550.00) per hour;

(c) acargo vessel, at a rate of fifty dollars (550.00) per hour; and

(d) atanker and cement charter vessel, at a rate of fifty dollars (550.00) per hour.

(4) All fees payable under this regulation shall be paid into Customs revenue.
