AGRICULTURAL SALES AND SERVICES BILL,
2023

A BILL FOR AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE SALE OF PLANTS
AND ANIMALS BY THE DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE; THE
PROVISIONS OF AGRICULTURAL SERVICES TO THE GENERAL

PUBLIC

Enacted by the Parliament of The Bahamas

1. Short title and commencement.

(1)  This Act may be cited as theAgricultural Sales and Services Act, 2023.
(2)  This Act shall come into force on the 1* day of July, 2023.

2. Interpretation.

In this Act —

“animal” means a terrestrial and aquatic animal (including birds and
bees) of any kind, domestic and wild and semen, embryos and ova;

“Department” means the Department of Agriculture;
“Minister” means the Minister responsible for agriculture;

“plant” means any living plants, including weeds, forests and wild flora,
and the parts thereof, including seeds and germplasm.

3. Sale of plants.

The Department may offer for sale to the general public, the plants listed in Part
A of the Schedule, at the rates shown therein.

4. Sale of animals.

The Department may offer for sale to the general public, the animals listed in
Part B of the Schedule, at the rates shown therein.
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5.  Agricultural services.

The Department may offer to the general public, the services listed in Part C of
the Schedule, at the rates shown therein .

6. Minister may amend Schedule.

The Minister may, by order, amend the Schedule.
